1. MINUTES/MATTERS ARISING

2. REPORT OF CHAIRMAN

The Chairman reported the following issues:-

· Solihull MBC new website – attended a meeting with Claire Milican and the Leisure Services team to thrash out the basic needs of the new website to which we shall have a link. It is hoped to be up and running by June.
· Sat on the SUSTAiN grant group dealing with applications from groups that could point to the recession as affecting their membership and income.
· STARS – details of the Solihull Talented Athletes Recognition Scheme were announced. Parkwood are making available 25 places to use their facilities free of charge.

· Attended the Sport Volunteering Action Group and discussed the very clear reduction in attendance ‘saying rather than doing’ may be the reason. Minutes from the meeting to be circulated.

· Attending the annual review of the strategies in Solihull on 11th March.
· Solihull Festival – in an attempt to include more sporting activities than previous years the organisers are prepared to undertake the marketing for Clubs that commit to participation. One of the organisers will attend our next meeting and give a presentation.

· Ice Rink – concerns have been expressed by Clubs that ‘ice time’ costs are becoming too expensive. The committee of the Junior Ice Hockey tournament cited this as the reason for not going ahead this year. Dave Turton agreed to investigate and see if anything could be done to help Clubs.
