1. MINUTES/MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes were accepted as a true record.  
Ray Chapman had made contact with Stuart Shelton (Solihull Schools Sports Federation) who agreed to send him minutes of meetings and an invite to the ‘Roll of Honour’ evening. It was suggested, and agreed, that he be invited to attend our Awards Evening. 

Doug Poultney mentioned that The Service Level Agreement had yet to be reviewed or signed. 
Closure dates for ‘grant’ applications would be a fortnight prior to meetings and needed including on the webpage.

Claire Tarplee had yet to submit any substantiating evidence from which to claim her grant. 

2. REPORT OF CHAIRMAN

The Chairman reported the following issues:-

· Dave Turton was welcomed to the meeting as the Leisure Services representative. 
· Following a meeting with Leisure Services and Sustain it was agreed that we needed to market ourselves. Two suggestions were considered worthy of acting upon, these being:-

· (i) An electronic bi-monthly news sheet to be produced detailing items of funding, training, events, good news etcetera. Claire Milican would advise the deadline dates for the information to be forwarded to her; and
· (ii) An incentive to Clubs that sign up to the Sustain database to be provided by way of a £50 credit to be redeemed against ‘coach education’ being awarded for every 3 new Clubs that they refer and subsequently sign up to the database.
· Sadie Walker (Leisure Services) had made contact with Clubs regarding a scheme, to be run in the early part of 2010, offering development of a volunteer action plan, and coaching bursaries. A letter had also been received from John Lewis launching a coaching scheme. Dave Turton agreed to investigate whether the schemes could be linked under one umbrella through the Sports Council – details can be found on the John Lewis website www.sportscoachuk.org 
· At a recent Challenge Board meeting it was recommended that our grant for 2010/11 be maintained at its current level. However, this does have to go through more processes before being finally agreed.
3. REPORT OF TREASURER

The grant from Solihull Council had been received leaving the current account standing at £7082-85. However, £250 had been allocated too Rachel Jennings £100, and Claire Tarplee £150, but not yet claimed.
4. GRANT AID APPLICATIONS

Applications had been received requesting funding for Thomas White (Tenpin Bowling), and Summer and Savannah Yardley (Tennis). 

RESOLVED

That Thomas White to be granted £200 towards his travel costs.
It was acknowledged that both Summer and Savannah, aged nine and seven respectively, showed potential with their tennis but were considered to be too young to benefit from a grant. Should they maintain their progress a future application would be welcomed.
5. ACTION PLAN and SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT UPDATE

The review of the Action Plan was on-going but would be completed by the end of the municipal year.
Doug Poultney offered, which was subsequently accepted, to review the Service Level Agreement. It was agreed that Performance Indicators needed to be measurable, and a record of enquiries be kept.
6. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

· Peter Jones advised that Solihull Canoe Club would be hosting visiting canoeists over the Christmas period.

· Peter Jones advised that Solihull Canoe Club was in the process of trying to gain ‘Clubmark’ status. The Chairman agreed to send a letter of support.

· Pat Cropper thanked Claire Milican for her efforts and support in raising awareness of issues to the sporting community. 
· Ray Chapman asked whether a link should be made with the Primary Schools Sports Forum. It was considered that such a link would prove useful. Dean Glover offered to contact Matt Hornsey (Langley School) and Peter Jones would speak with Monkspath School to ascertain a contact.

· Doug Poultney advised that the details held on the website were out of date and David Acton agreed to get it updated.
