

Group Terms and Conditions
These Terms and Conditions are designed for the enjoyment and safety of yourself and others whilst taking part in Solihull Together Sponsored Walk (henceforth referred to as the 'Event'). 
Registration
Entries will be accepted on a first to register basis. Registration fees are non-refundable.
Once your completed registration form is received with the correct fee, a confirmation of participation along with sponsorship forms will act as your receipt and be sent to you at the contact address stated.  
Registration forms must be signed by the stated contact, accepting the terms and conditions as outlined, on behalf of the registering group. 
Your participation in the Event is to raise funds exclusively for your registered cause
By registering for this event, you are endeavouring to raise sponsorship for the cause stated, in addition to your registration fee to cover costs.  Money raised is to be donated to the stated cause and no other charity or cause.

Sponsorship Money
You are LEGALLY BOUND to pay all money collected for this Event to the stated cause. The closing date to collect in sponsorship money is Monday 1st November 2010.  You MUST advise SUSTAiN the amount raised.
Safety
Whilst we will take every reasonable effort in making this a safe event, by signing the registration form you and your group are agreeing to take part at your own risk.  This event involves walking a route on good, flat footpaths and parkways, which can get muddy in places.  You must ensure that you follow all paths and you are also agreeing to follow the instructions of the marshals and officials at the event.  You are strongly advised to wear appropriate clothing and footwear.  

Children
Walkers aged under 16 years must be accompanied by an adult, and will remain their responsibility at all times. Separate registration forms for under 16’s must be signed by a parent or legal guardian.
Health and Fitness
This is a walking event and therefore participants must be physically fit and in good health.  If you are in any doubt that you should be taking part in this Event, you must seek advice from your doctor before participating.

Liability/Insurance
SUSTAiN cannot accept liability for injury, loss or damage caused or sustained as a result of taking part in this event, howsoever arising, nor can they accept responsibility for any injury sustained or property damaged in the course of this Event in the absence of breach of statutory duty on their parts.
